Arrival and Departure

e Staff will sign in/out the children.

e Any person picking up the child(ren) may be required to show a photo ID
upon pick-up. A parent/guardian must notify the staff if another person is
picking up their child(ren), and they are not on the authorized pick-up list.

e A Consent to Leave Form is required for child(ren) eight years and older to leave
Lakecrest unaccompanied by a guardian.

Communication

Important: If for any reason a participant will be absent from our program, the
Supervisor must be contacted via email.

Unexpected Closures

If facilities are closed unexpectedly (poor weather, power outage, no water, etc.), our
program will be canceled. Refunds will not be issued for unexpected closures.

Managing lliness

If for any reason a participant will be absent, you must contact staff personnel by email.
Participants must stay home if they feel sick (fever, sore throat, cold symptoms,
headache, diarrhea, vomiting).

Medications/Allergy Information

Nuts or nut products and shellfish are not permitted in our program. If a participant
requires medication, has allergies or any medical condition please contact us.
Prescription medication must be in its original container with the physician’s instructions
on the label and a medical consent form must be filled out. Over the counter medication
will not be administered in the program.

Code of Conduct

Lakecrest is committed to providing quality programs and services where participants
may develop socially, cognitively, physically and emotionally. The code of conduct has
been developed to ensure there is a mutual understanding of what is acceptable
behavior and unacceptable behavior. Lakecrest maintains appropriate staff levels and
makes every reasonable effort to ensure meaningful participation.

Acceptable Behavior

Lakecrest expects that staff, participants and guardians exhibit the following behavior
while participating in programs:

- Respect - Kindness - Safety
- Honesty - Responsibility - Healthy choices

Unacceptable Behavior

Behavior with potential to harm oneself, others, property or which would otherwise
negatively impact program quality is unacceptable and will not be tolerated. Behavior
expectations will be discussed with participants on a regular basis. Staff will use
discretion to take appropriate action if unacceptable behavior occurs and typical
outcomes are listed below:

Procedure for Addressing Unacceptable Behavior
- Unacceptable behavior will be discussed with participant(s).
- Guardians of a child/youth participant will be notified of the
unacceptable behavior.

First Occurrence - The procedures above will be followed.

- Participants and guardians (if applicable) are
encouraged to work with staff to identify solutions to
assist the participant in displaying expected
behaviors in the future.

Second Occurrence - The procedure above will be followed.

- The parent may be required to come and collect the
child, depending on severity.

- The participant may be re-introduced to the program
following a meeting with guardians (if applicable) to
establish an individual plan to prevent further
unacceptable behavior.

Third Occurrence - The procedure above will be followed.

- The participant may be removed from the
program.
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
